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EXPLANATORY NOTE

1. The purpose of compiling and publishing this abstract is to provide data relating
general basic situation of the county so as to facilitate the related organizations
concerned in executing their public functions.

2. All data contained in this abstract are either provided by various offices and
subordinate agencies of the county government in the form of statistical reports or
various ministries of Executive Yuan.

3. The figures contained in this abstract are mainly preferred to the year of 2007 and
the data from 1998 through 2007 are also listed. Any differences of the figures in
the previous editions are subject to this revision. Examining these comparisons
makes us know the tendency in the future. If the number of a year doesn’t
coincide with that in the previous periodicals, please take the figures contained in
this abstract as 2 basis.

4, A total of 149 tables have been compiled in and the data contained in this abstract
are classified into 15 categories, they are: Land, Population, Administrative
Organization, Agriculture, Industry, Commerce & Public Works, Banking &
Finance, Transportation & Communication, Education & Culture, Health,
Environmental Protection, Social Welfare, Labor Administration, Social Peace,
Family Income & Expenditure and Others. The summary analysis in the preceding
chapter contains simple explanation and statistical chart to develop users’
realization.

5. The measure units used in this abstract are of metric system and the currency unit
is N.T.$. If the figures in the table are long, we lift the unit count 5 and higher
fractions as umits and disrégarding the rest. Therefore the total number doesn’t
always coincide with the detail number.

6. The Word(s) “Year” used in this abstract means the whole particular year. “End of

s

the Year” means “by the end of the December of a year”. “Fiscal Year” as far as
those years before 1999 commences on July 1 of last year and ends by the end of
June in this year, as to the bottom half of 1999 and 2000 means from July 1 of
1999 to the end of 2000, and as to 2001 means from January 1 of 2001 to the end
of 2001. “Academic Year” starts on August 1 of the year and ends on July 31 of
the next year. As an observance, the data of the first term is considered as the
exponent of the whole year.
